Rehearsal Rules:  Rehearsals prepare your children for their performance in Cinderella.  
Attendance at ALL rehearsals is required. Missed rehearsals compromise not only the 
individual’s safety and ability to learn, but also the group performance. If you have an 
emergency and need to miss rehearsal you MUST notify an artistic director prior to 
rehearsal.  
  
All performances are held at the Academy of Music, 274 Main Street, Northampton, MA.     
All cast members use “stage door” (South Street entrance).  Dancers under the age of 14 
will only be allowed to leave the theatre when signed out by a parent or guardian.  
Children need to sign in and go to dressing rooms for make-up and costumes.  Children 
performing in both shows on one day should bring water and something to eat between 
shows.  
 
Costumes:  All dancers are required to provide their own leotard, tights and ballet 
slippers.  PVB will notify all cast members by the beginning of February as to what color 
is needed for each.  Absolutely no jewelry or nail polish is to be worn on stage.      
 
Make-up notes:  All cast members must provide the following make-up:.  

• Foundation, pancake, or base, one shade darker than skin-tone. 
• Charcoal black eyeliner PENCIL. 
• Any burgundy/wine color lipstick. 
-Dancers should bring their makeup in a zip-lock bag labeled with their name.    
-Dancers must also provide their own hairbrushes, hair supplies, face wipes, and 
make-up removers.  
-Dancers should wear button down shirts (no pullovers or turtlenecks!). 

Tickets:  Tickets for Cinderella will be available at the PVB studios and on 
www.tix.com in February.  Volunteers:  Cinderella would not be possible without the 
help of parent volunteers.  At least 1 parent/guardian of each cast member is required to 
volunteer for a show or rehearsal.  PVB uses SignUp Genius for volunteers; you will 
receive an email the week after auditions to sign up on the website.  DVDS: DVD order 
forms will be available at the studio prior to the performances as well as during the 
performances.  For dancers’ safety, no one will be allowed to videotape, audiotape or 
photograph any rehearsal or performance.
